two fatha, two kasra, two damma. Tanween is always found

at the end of a word. Sometimes, letters with tanween are read

with ghunna. Partially hiding the sound of - or ; in the nose
is called ghunna. The length of ghunna is equal to one Alif.
While teaching double vowels, be careful that

the sound does not come from the nose.
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Vowels: Kasrah

Note for teachers: Students need to first recognize
kasrah, and that it is always underneath a letter.
Letters with kasrah should not be

stretched or pronounced with a jerk.

Note for teachers:Two kasrah is called

tanween. Sometimes, letters with tanween
are read with ghunna. While teaching
double vowels, be careful that the
sound does not come from the nose.
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Note for teachers: Damma looks like this 7 ,
and it is always written above a letter.
It should not be stretched or read with a jerk.

Note for teachers: Two damma is called tanween.
Sometimes, letters with tanween are read with
ghunna. The shape of two damma is this: 7

One damma is written like a normal damma,

and the other is written upside down.




Note for teachers: Sukoon is also called Jazm,
and its shape is ”_ . It is always written

above a letter, and it has no sound of its own.

A letter with a jazm is always read in connection
with its previous letter. If jazm is on one of the
letters of Qalqala (- .- .. & .5 ), the sound will
bounce, which is called Qalqala. However,

care should be taken that the other

letters with jazm do not bounce.
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Note for teachers: Shaddah indicates that a letter
is doubled. The first has a jazm on it, and the
second has a vowel sound, either fatha, kasrah
or damma.

Note for teachers: Standing Fatha, Standing Kasrah,
and Upside Down Damma are kinds of maddah letters.
They do not look like maddah letters, but their
pronunciation is equivalent to maddah letters.
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Rules of Noon Sakin, Tanween,
and Meem Sakin

There are four rules for Noon sakin and Tanween:
1. Izhar , 2. Idgham , 3. Ikhfa , 4. Iqlab
(@ lzhar: Pronouncing Noon sakin and
tanween without ghunna is called Izhar
(to make apparent). This takes place
when one of the Throatal Letters
(: ¢ z «#+ » .-) occurs after a
Noon sakin or tanween.
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@ ldgham: Idgham is when one letter
is added to another letter and
pronounced with a shaddah. This
takes place when one of the ...,
letters occurs after a Noon sakin
or tanween.

There are two types of ldgham:

@ ldgham with ghunna: When the letters
(5 s «» «s) come after Noon sakin or tanween

@ ldgham without ghunna: When the letters
(J ) come after Noon sakin or tanween
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@) lglab: 1glab means “to change”. This takes
place when the letter . comes after . sakin
or tanween. In this case, the sound of the _

is replaced with the sound of ., and
is pronounced with ghunna.

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@ lkhfa: Ikhfa means “to hide”, and refers to
hiding the sound of the Noon sakin or
tanween in the nose.

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This case applies if there is tanween,followed by
Hamza Wasl (extra :), followed by a letter with

a jazm on it.The sound of the Hamza Wasl is ignored,
and the Noon sound from the tanween is connected
with a Kasrah to the next letter with a jazm. This is

represented by a small ;, with a Kasrah, called the
Noon Qutni.
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Note to teachers: If a Fatha or Damma occurs

in the beginning of the words . or ..li, the J is
pronounced with a heavy sound. All other occurrences
of | are pronounced with a light sound.

They are
found in the beginning of 29 Surahs of the Quran.
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
